The Three Relationships Responses to a Reason
(If it Fails That 
Relationship)

A. 3 (the Reason) is true of 1 (the Subject).  Tak Ma Drup
K#=-1-Es0k

reason /not / correct
3 is not true of 1

B. If 3 (the Reason) is true, then 2 (the Assertion) must be true.

C. If 2 (the Assertion) is NOT true, then 3 (the Reason) must NOT be true. =0-.-1-Ap$-

necessity / not / is
3 is true of 1, but,
